There are study trips to culturally significant
Toyama sites, and overnight trips providing opportunities to
learn about Japanese culture and history sponsored by the
relevant departments. There are many support and exchange
activities organized by the Japanese students (small
individual study groups, exchange get—togethers, and parties),
including an always well-attended party sponsored by the
President of the university that provides an opportunity for
researchers from around the globe and international students
to get together and chat with the President.



Our students also have numerous opportunities to meet
and interact with local people through home stay and
home visit programs, and through the many cultural and
recreational activities that are offered. These include ski
tours, the famous Toyama summer Owara folk festival with
singing and dancing and the opportunity to wear the informal
summer yukata. Students can experience a genuine tea
ceremony, New Year's parties, cherry—blossom viewing in the

spring, barbecues, bowling, and many other activities.

University of Toyama has an accommodation facility for
International students, International House on its campus
In case the number of vacant rooms is not enough to
accommodate all of prospective students, at the university
Coop the list of real estate agents for the apartment
houses and flats in the campus neighborhood is available,
and also the university staff will assist students so that
they may make a smooth transition.

The International House (Gofuku) has 34 individual rooms.
The lodgings cost 5,900 yen monthly.

The room has a bathroom and a kitchen with a cooker and
refrigerator. Moreover, the room has a heater/ air
conditioner, bed, table, and chair. Each room also has a
dedicated Internet connection. An application and monthly
charge are required for the use.

[Compulsory Gourses]
1) Japanese Culture Courses

(Fall and Spring semester)
(a) Japanese Culture Seminar I
This course provides the students with a general
view of Japanese society and culture, ranging from
politics, economics, education and gender issues to
the youth culture of today. Lessons take the form
of lectures given by specialists from each
respective field.
This course aims to not only provide students with
firsthand knowledge of present day Japan, but also
to have them attain an objective view of society at
large which would be applicable to their own
countries of origin and, also, to themselves as
members of those societies.
Since each section consists of a presentation
session followed by a debate, active class
participation is a prerequisite.

(b) Japanese Culture Seminar I

This course is linked with the Japanese Culture Seminar 1.
It consists of presentations and discussions centered
around each of the themes presented by the previous
seminars.

The goal of the course is to deepen students’
understanding of the composition of Japanese society and
the various social issues that affect it. Whereas the initial
Culture classes are intended to impart the necessary
information to the students, this second stage is geared
towards solidifying this knowledge on a more personal
basis. Namely, by shaping it through the own personal
beliefs and cultural background of each student during
discourse with other class members.

(c) Workshop in Japanese Culture
(Fall: Compulsory, Spring: Elective)

This course provides students with ‘hands-on’
experiences with Japanese culture. Students will have the
opportunity to learn from experts In each respective field,
who have devoted their lives to the perfection of their
skills, and to give the students a glimpse at the philosophy
governing their lives. Through experiencing Kutani pottery,
Makie art of Wajima lacquer ware, Kaga Yuzen silk—dyeing,
Japanese paper craft, gold leaf, traditional Kaga cuisine and
the making of Japanese rice cakes, tea ceremony, lkebana,
Zen meditation, Noh drama, Koto, Haiku poetry, visits to
Japanese schools and ateliers etc. students will hopefully
acquire a firsthand knowledge of the culture.

2) Survey and Training Seminar (Fall and Spring )
Students will conduct joint research relating to the
Japanese language or culture, in mixed groups with
Japanese students. Guidance is provided on research
methodology and on improving presentation skills.
Furthermore, interview surveys will be held with Japanese
students leading up to discussions on current issues.
Through joint surveys and research projects, this course
aims to enhance the level of international exchange with
the Japanese students.

3) Completion Research Seminar (Fall only)

Students will give presentations on a regular basis on their
own research topics, in accordance with a set research
plan enabling them to conduct their research step by step.

4) Completion Research Paper and Presentation

(Spring only)
Students are required to conduct a research paper
on a topic concerning Japan and to give a 15 minute—oral
presentation along with submitting a 15 A—4 sized research
paper on the same topic for the completion of the program.
Guidance on research methodology will be given in the
Survey and Training seminar in addition to individual advice
given at the Completion Research seminar. The final oral
presentation on students’ respective topics will be held in
August.
Furthermore, a two day camping trip will be held during
early April where each student will give an interim report on
their respective research.

(1) Compulsory courses

Japanese Affairs A (Japanese Language and
Culture) - Spring Semester (2credits/30hours)

The course is designed to improve reading, speaking
and writing skills in Japanese and to deepen
students’ understanding in Japanese society by
reading about life in Japan, aging society, etc.

Japanese Affairs B (Society and Culture)- Fall
Semester (2credits/30hours)

The course is designed to improve reading, speaking
and writing skills in Japanese and to deepen
students’ understanding in Japanese society by
reading about Japanese corporation and labor,
science—human relation, etc.

(2) Elective courses

Japanese A (Intermediate) (2credits/30hours)
The objectives of this course are to acquire
vocabulary and expressions necessary in writing
academic reports and to be able to compose with
clear points of argument.

Japanese B (Intermediate) (2credits/30hours)

The focus of this course is to be able to compose
intermediate—level stories with clear understanding
of the difference between “I&” and “/H\”.

Japanese C (Intermediate) (2credits/30hours)

The course is designed for students who completed
beginner level courses to enforce their grammatical
knowledge that can be applied to conversations and
compositions.

Japanese D (Intermediate) (2credits/30hours)
The objectives of this course are to be able to listen to conversations
between native Japanese speakers and to speak natural Japanese.

Japanese E (Advanced) (2credits/30hours)

The focus of the course is to improve students’ reading skills by
reading substantial readings such as famous novels, essays, and
reviews.

Japanese F (Advanced) (2credits/30hours)
In this course students will read materials used in the real world such

as news and magazine articles, comments on the Internet, and TV news,

and practice building their opinions and expressing them orally as well
as in writing. At the end of the course, students are expected to
acquire effective reading skills that allow them to predict what is
written ahead while reading.

Japanese G (Advanced) (2credits/30hours)
The course focus is to acquire speaking skills. Students will make
speeches and PowerPoint presentations during the course.

Japanese H (Advanced) (2credits/30hours)

The objectives of this course are to acquire grammatical knowledge
and the ability to use appropriate expressions according to each
situation through intensive reading.

Applied Japanese I (Advanced) (2credits/30hours)

Students will learn business manner in Japanese corporations by
reading columns from Shigoto Joshikiin Nihon Keizai Shinbun. This
activity will allow students to foster their views on Japanese society
and cultures and to improve their vocabulary, understanding, and
expression skills.

Applied Japanese Il (Advanced) (2credits/30hours)
Students will deepen their understanding in
Japanese society and mentality, and to learn subtle
emotional expressions through watching Japanese
popular love—story dramas.

The course also improves students’ understanding
and ability in using abbreviation, euphonic change,
etc.

Japanese Culture (2credits/30hours)

The teaching material for this course is a Japanese
cartoon about stories of an international student
who home stays in a Japanese family. Using this
material, students will deepen their understanding in
Japanese culture such as Japanese ways of
thinking, sense of season, and relationship between
family members.

Multicultural Communication AB, C
(2credits/30hours)

The globalized society seeks human resources who
understand and respect cultural differences in
values and world views, and cooperate each other
to solve problems in their jobs. This course is
designed to cultivate such competence and prepare
students for the globalized society.

The CJS has been a leader in Japanese language studies
since its founding in 1974. Six different levels of intensive
courses, from elementary to advanced Japanese, are
offered by outstanding and experienced Japanese
teaching professionals.

O Guidance system

To provide high—quality support, with New Intensive
Japanese courses, one teacher is assigned to each
group of students enrolled in a particular level class
throughout the semester.

In addition, Deans are assigned to each of the three
areas of study and student life: Japanese language
courses, Japanese Area Studies, and Student Affairs.
On top of that, all students are assigned a supervisor
from among the academic staff members, making it
possible to provide individual guidance both on academic
issues and matters related to student life.

OParticipatory courses such as the Internship Program
In order to develop a level of Japanese language ability
that will be sufficient in a real-life working situation, we
run a Work Experience Program for a limited number of
students out of those enrolled in two particular
courses. Further, courses in fieldwork research methods
and in volunteering will also be offered.

OField Trips etc.

About once a month there is some form of exchange
activity with other students. In addition to going to watch
kabuki, experiencing Zen mediation, and visiting the
Toyota Motor Corporation automobile manufacture plant,
there are bus trips to facilitate exchange with other
foreign undergraduate students or opportunities to play
traditional Japanese games or participate in sports with
local Japanese students. These events and activities are
designed to provide CJS students with an opportunity to
deepen exchange with other foreign undergraduate and
postgraduate students, as well as with local Japanese
students.

The Japan Plaza, where only the use of Japanese is
allowed, is available for students to use for practicing
their Japanese outside the classroom.

Through the experience of sharing daily
life with a Japanese family, Japanese culture can be
learned first hand. These live—in situations also give
everyone a precious opportunity to communicate across
cultures and to make life-long friendships.

Nanzan University runs two off campus facilities, the
Nagoya Koryu Kaikan and the Yamazato Koryu Kaikan.

1) Required Courses

writing, and one 90—minute period a week in the
afternoon for Japanese workshop in which we
try to put in use the knowledge gained in the
morning classes.

Students have the option of staying at the university
dormitory or apartments located close by. There is also the
Ishikawa International Students House managed by
Ishikawa Prefecture available to international students.

Apartments introduced by the university cost between
25,000 to 30,000 yen per month. When renting such
apartments, a charge of approximately 40,000 yen is
required to pay for deposit and key money.

The average living
costs including rent is around 70,000 ~ 80,000yen/month.
